The Embassy of Nepal in Washington, D.C. hosted a reception this evening to mark the 262nd
Nepali Army Day. The event was attended by Dr. Andrew Byers, Deputy Assistant Secretary of
Defense for South and Southeast Asia; H.E. Mr. Lok Darshan Regmi, Ambassador of Nepal to the
United States; and over 100 guests from various sectors, including Military/DefenseAttachés
and members of the Nepali diaspora.
