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1. Context

It is a well-known fact that every student has his/her own unique strengths,
potentiality and learning styles. The conventional teaching and learning activities
conducted in the classrooms may not fulfil the individual learning needs of all
students. But it is the duty of teachers to bring access and equity in the learning of
all students and help them meet the minimum learning needs as indicated in the
curriculum. Varieties of actions and strategies need to be performed and utilized
by the teachers and the other concerned stakeholders to fulfill the learning needs
of all students. In this context, the remedial teaching can be one of the strategies
or tools to fill the learning gap. Remedial teaching is a specialized form of
teaching designed to help the students who are struggling to grasp fundamental
concepts in the regular classroom. It aims to bridge the gap between what a
student knows and what he/she is expected to know. Unlike regular classroom
teaching, remedial teaching focuses on individual learning needs, often using
simplified methods, repeated practice, and personalized attention. It also aims
to build confidence, strengthen foundational skills, and enable students to keep
pace with their peers in mainstream education. It supports the struggling students
in learning. The following procedure is carried out while conducting remedial

teaching:

2.  Identification of Learning Needs

Since the students have the multiple learning styles and abilities, different
individuals learn differently. Some of the students learn the subject matter easily
whereas some need to struggle more. Many students struggle to meet expected
learning outcomes due to various challenges such as socio-economic barriers,
language differences, limited educational resources, and inconsistent attendance.
To conduct the remedial teaching, it is essential to identify the specific learning
needs of each student. This is the first stage in which students diverse learning

needs are identified. The identification of learning needs helps to:

. Address foundational learning gaps: Identification of learning needs help

teachers understand the learning gaps that students have. It makes teachers
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aware about the gap between the existing knowledge and potential learning.
Without identifying foundational learning gaps, remedial efforts cannot be

impactful.

Ensure equity in education: According to Nepals National Education Policy
2019 and the School Education Sector Plan (SESP), quality education must
be inclusive and equitable. Identifying individual learning needs helps
address the diverse backgrounds and learning levels of students, especially

those from marginalized communities.

Prevent dropouts and low achievement: Students who continuously
perform poorly are at higher risk of dropping out. Early identification of
learning challenges allows for timely interventions that can keep them

engaged in the learning process.

Support competency-based learning: The new curriculum framework
in Nepal (2019) emphasizes competency-based learning over rote
memorization. The remedial teaching helps to achieve the competencies
provisioned in the curriculum. The identification of needs of the students

helps teachers design the modalities of remedial teaching.

Improve the effectiveness of teaching: Knowing the specific areas where
students struggle allows teachers to tailor their methods and materials,

making teaching more focused, purposeful, and impactful.

Means of Identifying Students Learning Needs

Before conducting a remedial teaching, the teachers identify students learning
needs through various means like classwork, homework, project works, students
classroom interaction, and tests conducted unit wise, monthly, trimester, etc. The
information obtained from these tools help teachers find out the learning gaps
and plan for effective remedial teaching or any other support to improve students
learning achievement. The following tools can be used to identify the learning

needs of the students.

Diagnostic test: Diagnostic test is conducted to assess students current

knowledge and skills aiming to identify strengths and weaknesses. It
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identifies students existing potentialities so that the minimum learning
gaps can be identified before conducting remedial teaching. It pinpoints
the areas where a student needs further improvement. Teachers can design

grade-appropriate tools, such as reading passages and vocabulary tasks.

Example: In the beginning of an academic year, a teacher administers a
diagnostic test in English including a short reading passage with questions.
If a student struggles to answer simple comprehension questions, it reveals
that s/he is in need of remedial support in reading comprehension and

vocabulary.

. Classwork: Classwork offers immediate and ongoing evidence of a
students learning process. By examining daily written tasks, such as
sentence construction, grammar exercises, and vocabulary use, teacher can

identify persistent difficulties that may require remediation.

Example: A grade two student frequently omits punctuation and uses
incorrect verb forms in sentence writing exercises. This inconsistent
pattern signals the need for remedial instruction focused on basic grammar

and punctuation rules.

. Homework: Homework allows teachers to assess students' ability to apply
classroom learning independently. Recurring errors, incomplete responses,
or poorly organized written work may indicate a lack of conceptual

understanding or skill application, necessitating a targeted intervention.

Example: A grade three student consistently returns incomplete English
comprehension homework with short, underdeveloped answers. This
suggests difficulties in understanding the text and forming coherent written

responses, highlighting the need for guided reading strategies.

o Unit test: Unit tests provide evidences on a students comprehension
of specific learning units. Analyzing patterns in test responses helps
in identifying particular areas of weakness, such as grammar usage,

vocabulary, or reading comprehension.
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Example: In a grade four unit test on parts of speech, a student demonstrates
proficiency in identifying nouns but makes repeated errors with adjectives
and adverbs. The teacher plans focused grammar remediation to reinforce

these areas.

o Project work: Projects completed by the students gives lots of ideas
about a students ability to integrate and apply language skills in extended
contexts. Difficulties in organizing ideas, maintaining coherence, or using
appropriate language structures may indicate underlying language learning
needs.

Example: A grade five student submits a character sketch project that
lacks logical sequencing, transitions, and clarity. This reveals a need for

remedial instruction in narrative writing and paragraph organization.

. Observation of students classroom participation: Students' learning
gap can be identified by observing their participation in various classroom
activities such as pair work, group work, role play, conversation, question
answering, reading, writing, etc. A noticeable lack of involvement requires

remedial teaching.

Example: A grade three studentrarely volunteers during English discussions
and avoids participating in group reading. Observation suggests a lack of
fluency and oral expression, necessitating oral language development and

fluency practice.

o Language quizzes: Language quizzes assess students understanding
of vocabulary, grammar, and comprehension in a focused way. They
help identify specific areas of weakness that may not be visible in daily

classwork.

Example: A grade four student scores low on a vocabulary quiz,
consistently confusing synonyms and antonyms. This signals a need for

remedial vocabulary enrichment through games and reading tasks.

J Interview with parents: Understanding student's home environment,
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including parental support, language exposure, and access to learning
resources, helps in contextualizing academic performance. Lack of
English language exposure at home may necessitate compensatory support
at school.

Example: A grade one student comes from a non-English-speaking
household with minimal access to English reading materials. The teacher
introduces additional reading-aloud sessions and vocabulary enrichment

activities in remedial support.

° Student evaluation form for parents (grades 1-3): Parental feedback
through structured evaluation forms provides valuable information
about the students language development at home, including listening,
speaking, reading, and writing skills and behaviors. It supports a holistic
understanding of the childs needs. These forms are developed for the

parents of the children studying at grades 1-3.
Example: A grade two parent reports that the child struggles to express

ideas in English and avoids speaking using complete sentences. The
teacher uses this feedback to develop oral language activities tailored to
build the childs expressive skills.

. Students self-evaluation and reflection form (grades 4-8): Self-
evaluation encourages students to reflect on their own learning, identify
areas of difficulty, and articulate their experiences about carrying out
different tasks in English. This awareness can inform individualized

remedial planning.

Example: A Grade six student reflects, “I can read well but I get confused
while writing essays.” This insight awares the teacher to focus on planning,

structuring, and revising written work during remedial sessions.

. Use of technology and educational tools: If there is access to the internet
in school, platforms like Sikai Chautari that provide digital resources and
interactive assessments can be used to diagnose learning levels or the
status of students.
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Identifying the learning needs of students is an important step towards
inclusive, equitable, and effective education. It gives insights to ensure
effective and impactful remedial teaching. It also ensures that every learner

receives the right support at the right time.

In order to identify the students who need remedial teaching, the teachers
can take help of the following learning assessment tool. However, they
are free to adapt it or they can develop their own tool being based on their

context.

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3. Possible Areas of Learning Difficulty

Listening

o Grade 1: Learners may struggle with phoneme discrimination, sound blending,
and linking sounds to letters due to limited phonological awareness and

vocabulary.

J Grade 2: Challenges include identifying key details in short texts and interpreting

verbal or non-verbal cues, especially without visual or contextual support.

. Grade 3: Students may find it difficult to process extended spoken input, extract
specific information, and understand unfamiliar vocabulary or natural speech

patterns.

. Grade 4: Students may find it hard to understand English if it is spoken too fast
or with new words. They might also struggle with following longer instructions

and understanding detailed descriptions.

. Grade 5: Students could have trouble keeping up with faster speech or new
topics. It can be difficult to pick out important details and understand songs,
rhymes, or conversations that are a bit tricky. Following several-step instructions

may also be challenging.

o Grade 6: Students may find it hard to catch key details in fast or mixed speech,

understand new words, and follow multi-step instructions from audio or media.

o Grade 7: Students might struggle to pick out main ideas, understand longer

talks, and follow announcements with unfamiliar words.

o Grade 8: Students could have trouble understanding detailed information,
following complex instructions, and dealing with different accents and

expressions in audio.
Speaking
o Grade 1: Students may struggle with sound blending, clear pronunciation,

and forming simple sentences. Expressing ideas confidently and using new

vocabulary can also be challenging.

. Grade 2: Learners often find it difficult to form correct sentences, use proper
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tenses, and hold short conversations. Describing things with suitable words may
also be hard.

. Grade 3: Students may face challenges in using a wider range of vocabulary,
speaking about different time frames (past, present, future), and participating in

longer conversations, such as role-plays or telephone talks.

. Grade 4: Students may struggle with forming complete sentences, using correct
vocabulary for descriptions, and managing smooth conversations involving
repetition and rephrasing. Narrating stories and expressing agreement or

disagreement might also pose challenges.

o Grade 5: Students might find it difficult to express opinions clearly, use accurate
tenses and vocabulary, and maintain coherent dialogues. Managing self-
correction and engaging confidently in conversations on familiar topics may also

be challenging.

o Grade 6: Students may have trouble describing charts and pictures clearly,

telling stories in order, and using the right stress and tone when speaking.

. Grade 7: Students may face difficulties in starting conversations, joining group
talks, describing different pictures well, and speaking with correct pronunciation

and tone.

o Grade 8: Students may find it hard to use more words correctly, talk longer, tell

stories smoothly, and control their stress and tone in speech.

Reading

° Grade 1: Students may find it hard to blend sounds, read without pictures, and

understand short texts.

o Grade2: Students may struggle withreading new word patterns and understanding

grammar and text types.

. Grade 3: Students might face hard to guess word meanings, read silently with

understanding, and read charts or maps.

J Grade 4: Students may face difficulties in making inferences, deducing meanings

from context, and interpreting factual texts with visual aids. Consulting a
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dictionary and understanding poems could also challenge their reading skills.

Grade 5: Students might struggle with understanding texts without visual
support, making accurate inferences, and deducing meanings. Using dictionaries
effectively and comprehending poems and factual information remain potential
difficulties.

Grade 6: Students may find interpreting graphic texts, follow recipes, and
understand formal letters challenging. Inferring word meanings from context

and using electronic dictionaries could also be difficult.

Grade 7: Difficulties may arise in students at comprehending formal letters,
rules, and regulations, as well as interpreting complex graphic data. Determining
meanings of unfamiliar words and following detailed instructions can also be
challenging.

Grade 8: Students might struggle with understanding emotional and cultural
descriptions, extracting detailed information, and interpreting complex graphic
data. Inferring meanings and using dictionaries effectively for advanced

vocabulary may pose difficulties.

Writing

Grade 1: Forming letters, spacing words, and writing sentences can be difficult.

Grade 2: Students may have trouble with punctuation, verbs, and making full

sentences.

Grade 3: Writing short stories, using grammar correctly, and linking ideas

clearly may be challenging.

Grade 4: Students may struggle with writing coherent sentences, using
connectors correctly, and applying punctuation. Producing creative texts and
poems, as well as accurately describing people and places, could also present

challenges.

Grade 5: Difficulties might include linking writing clear personal messages and
composing short creative texts. Correct punctuation and detailed descriptions of

people and places may also be challenging.
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Grade 6: Students may face difficulty in organizing ideas in letters and stories,
interpreting data from visuals in writing, and applying punctuation rules

accurately across different text types.

Grade 7: Students may struggle with writing formal letters, expressing clear
opinions, sequencing past events effectively, and interpreting and incorporating

visual data into written responses.

Grade 8: Students may find it challenging to write coherent instructions, develop
ideas clearly in essays, maintain narrative flow, and use appropriate vocabulary

and punctuation in longer compositions.

Language Functions

Grade 4: Students may struggle with using appropriate phrases for making
requests and apologies in varied situations. Expressing quantity, ability, and
future plans may be challenging due to limited vocabulary. Giving directions

and narrating past events may also require more structured language support.

Grade 5: Students might find it difficult to clearly express preferences, compare
accurately, and narrate past events in a structured way. Giving instructions and
reasons with clarity can also pose challenges. Using a wider range of expressions

for agreement, disagreement, and discussing future plans may need more practice.

Grade 6: Students may struggle with using language for predictions, expressing
intentions with reasons, and describing past habits accurately. Making
appropriate comparisons and using correct structures for narrating events can
also be challenging. Apologizing and expressing degrees of probability may

require more language exposure and practice.

Grade 7: Learners may find difficulty in comparing and contrasting ideas clearly,
and describing appearances with appropriate vocabulary. Explaining abilities
can be confusing. Reporting facts and narrating events in sequence may also

pose challenges.
Grade 8: Students might struggle with persuading effectively and expressing
conditions and explanations with clarity. Interpreting visual data and narrating

events in a structured manner can be difficult. Offering and justifying opinions
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and responding to others may also require further development.

4. Learning Facilitation Process

Learning facilitation process is an integral part of remedial teaching. The teacher
should use a variety of teaching and learning activities while facilitating the
students. This ensures effective learning on the part of students while also
preventing school dropouts among those who are struggling with their learning.
Therefore, a variety of teaching and learning methods and techniques that help
create student-friendly environment in the classroom are encouraged for effective
learning facilitation process. Furthermore, the medium of instruction should be
English as it helps students get exposure to English.

The following facilitation processes/methods are suggested for effective remedial
teaching. The teachers can make use of different methods and techniques that
help students understand the subject, motivate them to learn, and develop their
self-confidence.

S.N. | Facilitation process/method Description

1. Individualized learning This method focuses on individual students
needs and pace of learning. Teacher should
focus on individual students needs and pace
of learning by adjusting teaching methods,
content and materials. For this, teacher has
to diagnose individual students pace of
learning, weaknesses and difficulties. In
this learning, the activities such as brain
storming, mind mapping, silent reading, use
of dictionary and worksheets are helpful.

2. Collaborative learning This method focuses on collaboration
between teacher and students and among
students. Such collaboration helps provide
holistic support for students with special
needs. In this context, teachers function as
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facilitators who not only impart knowledge
for academic achievement but also focus on
students social and emotional development.
Activities such as pair work, group work,
acting, role play, simulation, question
answer, quizzes, puzzles and dramatization

can be used for collaborative leaning.

3. Learning through technology

This method emphasizes on the use of
different ICT in helping students with
special needs understand the concepts
being taught. The use of digital tools such
as mobiles and tablets, learning apps and
educational videos enable students to learn
in a more interactive manner. Moreover, it
allows them to access learning materials
from anywhere and anytime. The use of ICT
tools in classroom pedagogy gives learners
more autonomy in different ways. Audio,
videos, PowerPoint slides and Al tools can

be used to learn through technology.

4. Peer support

In this strategy, the struggling students
can take support from the students who
have laready learned a particular content.
Peer support helps students reinforce
their knowledge, develop communication
and cooperation skills, and establish
friendships. This is also helpful for doing
exercises, reading texts, doing classwork,

repeating/revising the contents which is

laready taught by the teacher.
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5. Creating conducive learning|This strategy focuses on cultivating a
environment classroom culture of mutual respect,
support, care and teamwork. For this, the
teacher has to use a variety of teaching
methods and tools to support all learning
styles of students. He/she need to speak
in a respectful and friendly tone showing
consideration for students and treating all

students in a fair manner.

6. Conduction continuous | This strategy focuses on the use of
ssessment and feedback various assessment methods and provide
constructive feedback to students on both
strengths and areas for improvement. The
teacher has to record the progress of the
students and adjust the teaching learning

activities accordingly.

(Note: Teachers can make use of the methods/strategies that fit their context besides

the aforementioned ones.)

5. Assessment

Assessment is the process of collecting, interpreting, and using information to
understand and improve students learning outcomes. It helps teachers determine what
students know, what they can do, and where they need support or further improvement.
It is an important part of the teaching-learning process as it helps teachers monitor
students' progress, identify learning difficulties, and plan remedial teaching. It also

guides teachers in selecting appropriate teaching methods and materials.

The assessment after the remedial teaching; also known as the post-remedial
assessment, is a crucial aspect of remedial teaching to determine whether the students
have achieved the intended learning outcomes or not. It is conducted to identify
whether the gap of learning is fulfilled or not. Based on the feedback obtained from the
post-remedial assessment, the teachers decide either for the second cycle of remedial
teaching or return back to the usual classroom teaching. The second cycle of remedial
teaching indicates re-diagnose, reteach, and reassess. These steps can be repeated until
the learning gaps are met. For the post-remedial assessment, the teachers can conduct
the tests or assess students achievement based on the testing provision made by the
curriculum development centre. Teachers are suggested to conduct the assessment

following the provision of internal assessment guidelines and specification grid.

6. Roles of Concerned Stakeholders

The effectiveness of remedial teaching does not solely depend on teacher. It requires
the active involvement of various stakeholders such as school leaders, parents, local
authorities, parents, and the broader educational community. Each stakeholder plays
a unique and complementary role in identifying learning needs, planning remedial
teaching, and creating a supportive environment for struggling learners. This section
explores how the collaborative efforts of all concerned stakeholders contribute to the
success of remedial teaching programs. Here is the roles of different stakeholders

involved in remedial classes:

Role of Head Teacher

. Create appropriate environment for the implementation of remedial teaching.
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Provide necessary support to teachers and students related to remedial teaching

and learning.
Demonstrate model remedial classes/lessons as needed.
Observe classrooms and provide feedback accordingly.

Plan for remedial teaching based upon the result of diagnostic tests or the

struggling area of the students.

Use hook and warm-up activities to get learnerg attention while teaching.

Students attention plays vital role in learning.

Conduct teaching and learning activities on the basis of learners interest, prior-

knowledge, and learning gaps.

Use personalized teaching learning methods and materials based on interest,

prior-knowledge, and learning gaps of the students.
Conduct continuous assessment and provide feedback to support learning.

Collaborate with the Head teacher, parents, and students to support effective

remedial classes.

Make appropriate understanding about the concept and steps of remedial teaching

for conducting remedial teaching effectively and efficiently.

Role of Students

Engage actively in all remedial classes by listening attentively, asking questions,
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and taking part in activities.

Attend all remedial classes regularly to avoid missing key concepts and practice

opportunities.

Reflect on their own learning difficulties and openly share challenges with the

teacher.

Spend extra time practicing and revising the content taught during remedial

sessions.
Complete given tasks, homework, and exercises as guided by the teacher.

Maintain a positive mindset towards improvement and believe in their ability to

learn and progress.

Collaborate with classmates and support each other through group discussions or

peer support.

Listen to the teachers feedback and use it to improve their understanding and
performance.

Manage the study time well, especially balancing remedial work with regular
classroom tasks.

Take ownership of their learning by setting goals and striving to overcome

Role of Education Officer

Implement the policy, plan and program related to remedial teaching.

Support to design and plan remedial teaching programs based on the needs of
schools in the local area.
Facilitate for allocating budget and managing necessary materials to support for
effective remedial teaching.
Monitor and supervise the implementation of remedial teaching and provide

constructive feedback by regularly visiting schools.
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. Organize training and professional development programs for teachers on

remedial teaching strategies and methods.

. Collect data on students performance, learning gaps, and progress to guide

decision-making and interventions.

. Coordinate with school heads, teachers, parents, and community members to

ensure a joint effort in remedial teaching.

. Promote and replicate effective remedial teaching practices across schools in the
municipality/rural municipality.

. Ensure inclusion and equity to marginalized and struggling learners to ensure
they are not left behind.

. Prepare reports on the status and effectiveness of remedial teaching programs

and share them with higher authorities and communities.
